Il MEASURING AND CUTTING THE ROUGH OPENING

01. Determine the location for the Access Panel and note the position of studs or joists.

02. Measure the inside dimensions of the frame (not the door). Add %" (9 mm) to each dimension.

03. Mark a pair of base lines 90° to each other on the ceiling or wall where the hole will be. These must be a minimum of 1 %" (32 mm) and
a maximum of 4" (102 mm) away from a stud or joist. Mark the opposite sides using the dimensions in Step 2. Accurate marking is
very important and make sure that the lines are square.

04. Cut the opening with a knife, saw or drywall cutter. Make sure the edges are clean.
